BELT DRESSING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Unplug the treadmill from the wall outlet (if electric).

2. Remove the motor cover using your owner’s manual instructions.

3. Find the motor drive belt.  It connects the motor with the front roller pulley.

4. Spray an extremely light coating of belt dressing on the inside of the belt.

5. Allow dressing to soak in.

6. Replace motor hood and plug treadmill in.

7. This helps the drive belt last longer and will reduce the operating noise of the belt and prevent belt slippage.
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
